Mosguito Control - Miss Petillo read a letter from Sarah MacGregor,.
of the Seacoast Area Mosquito Control Project. The letter said many
salt marshes in the state face degradation and overall decline of
health. The implementation of a 4-part marsh water management
program will control mosquitoes naturally. A successful program needs -
careful planning and Ms. MacGregor asked interested commission members

to contact her. Mr. Tilton said the Hampton MBsquito Commission will

be looking at the issue next spring, and want to involve the Cohiservatior
Comm~ission. He suggested writing Ms. MacGregor to find-out if there
are any nevw. developments.

Seminars - Miss Petillo read a letter from the Forest Socleties about
the commission sponsoring students for conservation camp. The student
selection can be made at any time. Mrs. Marcotte said if the commission
had a budget, it would be a good idea. Mr. Tilton said the commission
had spénsored students in the past.
