CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Loopley began the meeting at 7:00 p.m. by introducing the Board members and leading the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Mr. Olson stated that 105 Towle Farm Road has requested to be continued to the October 6, 2010 Planning Board meeting.

Mr. Olson also stated that 124 Landing Road has requested to be continued to the November 3, 2010 meeting.  Mr. Viviano asked why the matters are being continued.  Mr. Loopley stated that they are not complete.  The Board is still waiting for the drainage study to come back on Smuttynose (105 Towle Farm Road) and on 124 Landing Road the applicant is looking to obtain a variance for septic systems.

· Change of Use (Deli to Hair Salon) - 471 Lafayette Road 


Applicants Dave Shevis and Michelle Shevis appeared.  Mr. Shevis stated they are proposing to take what was once a deli and turn it into a hair salon.  They would like to install four styling stations, two shampoo stations and a reception desk.  


The rear of the facility will be a laundry and office area.  They would like to use the existing sign previously hung for their signage.  Mr. Shevis stated there is a bathroom at the facility.  They would like to flip flop it so the rear area will be a laundry and office area and they will relocate the bathroom.

OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. Steffen discussed the Memorandum from the Town Manager to the Board of Selectmen regarding the Town Manager's request that the Planning Board call the security on the Brooke’s Lane subdivision to have the road and infrastructure completed.  There is a remaining $30,000 bond in place.  A cost estimate for completion was done by DPW and they feel it can be done for that amount.  Mr. Steffen briefly discussed its history of the development.


Mr. Lessard asked what the Planning Board needed to do.  Mr. Loopley stated the Town wants the bond called to use it to complete the work.

MOTION by Mr. Griffin to call the security and have the work performed by the Town followed by acceptance of the roadway as a public highway.

SECOND by Mr. Bilodeau.

Mr. Olson asked if the Town will do the work.  Mr. Bilodeau asked what will happen if it goes over budget.  Mr. Loopley stated there is a $30,000 bond, and if it costs less than that, the remainder gets returned to the applicant.  Mr. Lessard asked about the as-built plan costs.  Mr. Lessard noted the recent problem with “as-is” vs “as built”.  

Mr. Olson asked about liability - he wants to know what the Board is signing up for.  He asked if the Planning Board assuming responsibility.  Mr. Loopley stated the initial pavement is in place and hasn't deteriorated.  He feels that the Board does not need to worry about that issue and noted that the final plans will address all of the issues.  

Mr. McMahon asked if the approved curbing was bituminous.  Steffen verified that it is.

Mr. Loopley discussed the Conservation Commission suggested special permit application modification.  He went over the highlighted/bolded areas on the forms and submittal requirements.  

MOTION by Mr. Griffin to accept the changes to the forms.  Mr. Steffen had a concern about the requested change for the engineered plans.  He questioned if we needed to change regulations as well for this one.  The Board decided to hold off on accepting the changes until the next meeting so Steffen can check on that matter.

Steffen announced that a workforce housing seminar is scheduled for September 22nd at the Unitil headquarters in the afternoon. Maintaining long-term affordability will be topic covered.  He will be attending and if any board is interested please let him know before Friday.   

Mr. Loopley brought up the treatment swale change for the Baron Estates development.  It was explained that the larger catch basin that was installed can handle the increased drainage of shortening the swale.  It was explained that the change was approved by the Public Works Director at an on-site meeting this past spring.  There is going to be a revised as-built plan prepared showing the change.  Mr. Viviano wants to see what was approved.  Mr. Loopley stated it was not correct at the last meeting.  Mr. Lessard asked why there wasn't a memo sent out on that before from Public Works.
Mr. Loopley noted that revised job descriptions for Town Planner and Planning Secretary were provided by the Planner.  He asked the members to read them and comment on them at a later meeting.

Mr. Steffen discussed the RFPs for Engineering Services. The deadline was Monday and the Planning Office received 13 proposals.  He will talk to the Town Manager soon about reviewing them.  Mr. Loopley asked if anyone was interested in offering their input.  Mr. McMahon mentioned that we should short list it down to no more than five should be interviewed and that three would be good.  Negotiating travel commutes with the engineering firms was briefly discussed.      


Mr. Steffen mentioned meeting with precinct commissioners about beach issues - design guidelines, sale of martial arts weapons, etc.  Mr. Griffin also mentioned warrant articles. Mr. Loopley said the Board should review the paperwork Mr. Steffen recently gave out to come up with some ideas.  Mr. Griffin mentioned June White speaking at the Precinct meeting about offensive plywood being put up on buildings.  He said no one was willing to work with her.  Mr. Steffen stated this should be discussed further at the Board’s second meeting in October.  


Mr. Steffen mentioned he met with the new owner of the Brothers North Plaza.  He's going to be sprucing up the site with new landscaping and possible dividing up the larger retail spaces into smaller units.  Adequate parking was discussed.


Warrant articles were discussed by Mr. Loopley.  One change mentioned is to look at the impervious surface requirement.
Mr. Lessard asked about the Planning budget.  Mr. Steffen said its status quo.  Mr. Griffin asked about comparing it to the 2006 budget to see the how it has changed.
