V. Old Business
1. Town Manager’s Report

The Board has been requested to waive the waiting period for the issuance of a liquor license to
the new owners of the Widow Fletcher’s Tavern. May | have authority to issue the waiver?

The Town has awarded a bid to Rehrig Pacific Company for the purchase of a thousand 18-
gallon recycling containers at the cost of $6,250. The company was the second low bidder but
the only one to meet all of the requirements of the bid.

The Town’s US EPA Storm Water Permit has been issued and will become effective on March 8,
20009.

Please remember that the House Finance Committee will be holding a hearing on March 9" at 6
PM at Salem High School on the Governor’s State Budget for 2010-2011. Citizens should testify
and indicate how they feel about the loss of $1 million in State funding to the Town.

He also
mentioned that he read this weekend that the Governor is considering putting the Rooms and
Meals Tax back in the budget. Mr. Welch stated that would restore $550,000 in revenues back
to the Town.

Mr. Welch informed the Board that Mr. Nichols, the Recreation Director and the Finance
Director are at the meeting in Salem tonight for the hearing on the Governor’s budget.

Mr. Griffin mentioned that at the Chamber of Commerce event, he spoke with the Governor
and the Governor will to do his best to get the Hampton Beach Project going.

Mr. Bateman commented that the Town is the gateway to the State of NH and we need to be
represented and made modern.

Mr. Welch mentioned that there would be on a meeting of the Capital Budget Committee of
the House on the 17th to discuss the building of the Exeter/Hampton Courthouse.
